Subjective: This patient presents today with history of three to four days of sore throat and swelling. No chills. No fever. No body aches. No sick source. No significant past medical history. Rest of the review of systems is unremarkable.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.8. BP is 120/74. Pulse 76. Respirations 18. Height 6’3”. Weight 219 pounds and 6 ounces. Positive tonsillar erythema and right-sided exudate. No cervical lymphadenopathy. TMs intact. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No facial tenderness to percussion. Clear rhinorrhea.

Assessment and Plan: Pharyngitis. Negative rapid strep test. Recommend conservative therapy only, salt gargles and if symptoms continue to persist over the next seven days he may fill his amoxicillin 500 mg b.i.d. x 7 days. Otherwise supportive therapy only at this point.
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
