Subjective: This patient presents today with complains of sore throat for about one week’s time. He also has very flaky rash to his hairline, face and particularly his hands. The patient works as a cleaner and was told he might have a latex allergy versus irritation to the chemicals. He has not used any creams. He is using sensitive detergent and body soap. He denies any nausea, vomiting, fevers, chills, or shortness of breath.

No surgical history. No past medical history. No relevant family history. Nondrinker and nonsmoker.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Height 70”. Weight 176 pounds. BP is 120/70. Pulse 90. Respirations 18. Temperature 98. Marked tonsillar erythema. TMs intact. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. He has erythematous scaling on the hairline, cheeks and 70__________ on the hands bilaterally.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Pharyngitis. Advised the patient to continue gargling. I have given him amoxicillin 500 mg twice a day for seven days to see if this improves the symptoms.

2. Seborrheic dermatitis. We will do Kenalog 0.5% cream to affected areas. He also has some contact dermatitis on the hands likely from chemical exposure.
