Dear Dr. Zakaria:

This patient is 50 years old lady was seen on January 23, 2013 for electrodiagnostic study in the left upper extremity rule out cervical radiculopathy versus left carpal tunnel syndrome.

I stimulated left median and ulnar nerve for nerve conduction study. Nerve conduction study shows normal distal latency of sensory of left median and ulnar nerve.

I sampled muscles of the left upper extremities and related paracervical muscle for EMG study. EMG study shows abnormal findings confined in left C8 myotome.

Conclusion:

1. Electromyographic findings consistent with left C8 radiculopathy.

2. There is no electrodiagnostic evidence of left carpal tunnel syndrome.
