HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: She is a 62-year-old female complaining of back pain.  She is a known case of degenerative arthritis, mild osteopenia, seizure disorder, and chronic obstructive lung disease.

She has been taking Tegretol 20 mg one tablet daily and temazepam 30 mg one tablet for seizure disorder.

She is also taking Symbicort spray and Claritin for her asthma and bronchitis.  She has a history of chronic smoking.

She is also on glucosamine and calcium tablet for her osteoarthritis.  She is complaining of moderate amount of hip pain on the right side difficult for her to walk.  She works as a hairdresser.  She is complaining of right hip pain, on and off.  She needs to have an x-ray of her right hip.

EXAMINATION:
Blood pressure is 110/70.  Pulse was 78 per minute.

Examination of the head, neck, ears, nose, and throat was unremarkable.

Chest is clear to percussion and auscultation.

Cardiovascular system is compensated.

Abdomen is soft.

Extremities showed moderate limitation of movement in the right hip with tenderness in the hip joint area.  Rest of the physical examination is essentially unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:  Degenerative arthritis, osteopenia, and chronic obstructive lung disease.  She was given Toradol injection for immediate relief and Depo-Medrol 40 mg daily and B12 injection.  She was also placed on Os-Cal and Celebrex.  At the time of discharge, her condition was satisfactory.

PROGNOSIS:  Guarded.

She will be seen as needed.
