Subjective: This patient begins today with a sore throat history that began last night and ear pain. She has been doing well with regard to the dizziness and anxiety, which she experienced previously. She will be going to a cruise in about two weeks’ time. She reports no nausea or vomiting, or diarrhea. Rest of the review of systems is unremarkable.

Objective: Absent tonsils. Positive cervical lymphadenopathy. TMs are intact. Pharynx does appear to be erythematous. No rhinorrhea. No tonsillar erythema. Cranial nerves II through XII, motor and sensory intact. Chest: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm.

Assessment and Plan: Pharyngitis. Negative rapid strep test. I will advise the patient to get this a few more days with supportive therapy only and then if the symptoms continue to persist she may fill her Z-PAK, which she reports she has responded well to it in the past.
