Dear Dr. Rizvi:

Ms. Ramey was reevaluated on January 23, 2013. She underwent MSK ultrasound guided left para-thoracic injection by Dr. Mead. Also who did additional injections. However up to this point, she has no relief of symptoms on the left side of the left thoracolumbar junction with localized tenderness at the left T12 and L1 facet joint. I had a long discussion with her treatment option. She is willing to trial of trigger point injection to the left T12 facet joint. I injected with 40 mg of Depo-Medrol mixed with 3 cc of 2% lidocaine into left T12 facet joint preceded by aseptic skin preparation. She tolerated well to the procedure. After 15 minutes of the injection I checked at the left T12 was nontender but however left L1 facet joint is still tender. I am going to wait and see how she responding for next one week. She will be reevaluated in one week for the followup.

I will keep you informed of her progress.
