Indication for the Procedure:

1. Peripheral vascular disease with subtotal occlusion of anterior tibial artery and posterior tibial artery on the right side.

2. Claudication.

Procedure Performed:

1. Right SFA angiogram with tip of the catheter and the right SFA with access in antegrade fashion.

2. Radiology supervision and interpretation of above.

3. Imaging in segmental fashion to include right SFA, right popliteal artery, posterior tibial artery, anterior tibial artery, peroneal artery, tibioperoneal trunk, and plantar arteries.

Procedure in Detail:

1. Informed consent.

2. Appropriate monitoring.

3. Appropriate prep and drape.

4. Access site – right common femoral artery in antegrade fashion.

5. 5-French sheath in the artery.

6. Setup angiography was performed by injection in tip of the catheter in the right SFA.

7. The right SFA was wide open. There was diffuse disease and nonobstructive disease, but the blood vessel was around 8 mm and wide open. The popliteal artery was opened. The tibioperoneal trunk was opened. Anterior tibial artery was opened. The tibioperoneal trunk revealed diffusely disease small posterior tibial artery and peroneal artery with two-vessel runoff into the right foot.

8. The posterior tibial artery was occluded in the mid segment, but it was a small vessel.
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Conclusions:

1. Peripheral vascular disease.

2. Total occlusion of the posterior tibial artery, chronic.

3. Good two-vessel runoff into the right foot.
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
