We are slowly discontinuing his Zyprexa step-by-step. The patient still remains quite disturbed and irritable. The patient’s girlfriend came. She reports that he sits and hallucinates quite a bit. AIMS testing done, which is negative.

AXIS I:

AXIS IV:
Severe.

AXIS V:
Fair.
