Dear Bruce:

I saw Mr. Levitan in my office today. He, as you recall, had a right lower lobe lung cancer associated pleural effusion. This was treated with CyberKnife therapy and also PleurX catheter. He is seeing me today because of some intermittent pain in the lateral chest wall. On exam today, his lungs are perfectly clear. He has no rub. He has small chest tube site on the side where the previous PleurX was, which shows no evidence of infection. His most recent chest x-ray shows a slight increase in the fluid in the fissure between the lower and upper lobe, but otherwise no other changes. I did review personally a CAT scan in a PET scan from December and November 2012. The PET scan showed most likely post radiation changes. At this point, I do not see any evidence of recurrence and his symptoms are likely from some mild pleuritis associated with radiation. I will see him in March with repeat CT scan.

Thank you for the opportunity to care for him.
