Mr. Bard was seen regarding bilateral amputation, history of coronary artery disease, and hypertension.

History: This man’s blood pressures have been fine. There is no chest pain. He is alert and coherent. He has bilateral below-knee amputations. This is due to gangrene and it came as a result of frostbite.

His pain is controlled and it is less than a month ago, but he does have three openings on the left stump and one on the right. They are very small though less than 1 cm on the left and slightly bigger on the right and there is some yellowish tissue. A week ago his staples were taken off. There was just a trace of yellow material that we are told was normal by the surgical service. He has very slight lesions, but otherwise he is okay in other respect. The incision is still healing.

Review of systems: No dyspnea, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, or any other physical complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is oriented and alert. Normal affect. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:

1. The stump sites are stable, but there are the above-mentioned lesions. I will observe the degree of the venous and he is being dressed. There was a dressing and I removed it and looked at it. The wounds are very small and if there is any progression I will consider Santyl, but otherwise I will observe. Most of the surgical site looks pretty clean except those small areas.

2. His coronary artery disease is stable and I will continue metoprolol 50 mg every 12 hours.

3. His hypertension is stable. He is currently not on any antihypertensives.

4. He can take Librium for anxiety and there is no current signs of alcohol withdrawal.
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
