Dear Dr. Sharma:

This is a 70-year-old white female with history of chronic kidney disease stage IV. Baseline creatinine 1.8 with estimated GFR of 27%. History of congestive heart failure, coronary artery disease, ischemic cardiomyopathy, previous CABG status post AICD, cardiorenal syndrome, COPD, diabetes, peripheral vascular disease, anemia, hypothyroidism, and hyperlipidemia. Last hospitalization was in November 2012 for congestive heart failure. She has been adjusting her diuretic according to her weight lately has been one Lasix daily, but she gained 10 pounds. We advised to increase her Lasix to twice daily and weigh herself. Once she starts to lose five pounds cut down to once daily. She tends to fluctuate when going into congestive heart failure and prerenal azotemia. We will monitor her lab and follow renal status with you.
