Dear Dr. Surapipith:

This is a 76-year-old white male with history of chronic kidney disease stage IV. Baseline creatinine 1.9 for the last 10 years with estimated GFR of 35%. Lately in the last year, it has been 2.3 creatinine with estimated GFR of 27%. He had atrophic left kidney only 6 cm and the right kidney compensatory hypertrophy was 15.9 cm with two cysts. No evidence of renal artery disease. No evidence of obstruction. For his blood pressure, he is on atenolol. Blood pressure is 132/74. He had history of obstructive sleep apnea for which he uses CPAP. History of hyperkalemia, but watching low potassium diet. Last potassium is 4.6. History of gout, but he has not had any attack. He used to take allopurinol because of intolerance to some of the medication.

Review of Systems: Unremarkable.

Physical Examination: He has no edema. Unremarkable.

He has been dieting and tried to lose weight. He lost 13 pounds last three months. He is doing well.

To continue with the same medications. We will his lab for every two months. We will monitor renal function with you.
