Dear Dr. Harris & Dr. Pinelli:

This is 78-year-old white male with history of the following chronic kidney disease stage IV. Baseline creatinine 2.0 with estimated GFR of 29%. Underlying renal failure from diabetes, hypertension, and previous use of nonsteroidal. He tends to develop prerenal azotemia from previous heart failure. The patient is known to have ischemic cardiomyopathy with ejection fraction 40% and previous CABG. History of COPD, abdominal aortic aneurysm, diabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, secondary hyperparathyroidism, depression, and hyperkalemia. His last potassium is stable 4.8, on low potassium diet.

Physical Examination: His weight is stable 209 pounds. He has no edema. Blood pressure 142/80. Few rhonchi. No gallop or rub. Abdomen: Soft. No tenderness or organomegaly.

No urinary complaint, chest pain, or shortness of breath.

Laboratory Data: His BUN and creatinine is 44 and 2.0. Rest of the electrolytes, calcium, phosphorus, and CBC were within normal limits.

Impression/Plan: The patient is given a slip for lab for every three months. We will monitor renal function with you every three months. No changes made of his medications. He is following with Dr. Harris next month. We will see him in three months from now.
