Identifying Data: The patient is a 12-year-old Caucasian male one of the twins, diagnosed with autism, mood disorder NOS, and rule out ADHD, was brought in by his mother for medication review appointment and joined by therapist. Mother reports she had CPS at door today because the father threatened to complain just because mother has been dating somebody. Mother’s boyfriend has been really helpful with the case and mother is happy with him, but still having some stressors with her ex-husband. The patient is doing well behavior wise. He is doing well in school too, have not heard any complaints. He continues to spit if he does not get his way, but needs constant redirection. Sleeping well and eating well. Compliant with medications. Denied side effects. Denied anger or aggression. At this point, mother has no issues or concerns.

Mental Status Examination: The patient is an alert, oriented, well-developed and well‑nourished Caucasian male one of the twins. Good eye contact, cooperative, nonverbal, able to say few sentences, pleasant, and able to sit still. Euthymic mood and affect.

Plan: Continue Seroquel 25 mg h.s. and 25 mg at noon, Ritalin 5 mg q.a.m., and clonidine 0.1 mg one in the morning and one at noon. Follow up in one month. Continue supportive therapy with the family. Mother to have her own therapist for the stressors she is going through.
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
