DESCRIPTION: This is a technically fair study. Left ventricular chamber size and wall thickness are normal. LV ejection fraction is in the 55% range. I see mild distal intraventricular septal hypokinesis. Left atrial, right atrial and right ventricular chamber size and functions are normal. There is a prosthetic aortic valve. Descending aorta shows normal size. There is also prosthetic mitral valve. Tricuspid and pulmonary valve and artery appears normal. IVC shows normal size. No pericardial effusion, intracardiac thrombus, or vegetation.

Color flow Doppler reveals peak velocity across aortic prosthetic valve at 2.32 to 2.4 m/s. Peak gradient 21-22 mmHg. Mean gradient 11-12 mmHg. The velocities are normal across mitral tricuspid and pulmonic valves. The mitral spectral envelope shows A-wave slightly greater than E-wave. No intracardiac shunts.

IMPRESSION:
1. LV ejection fraction in the 55% range with mild distal septal hypokinesis.

2. Normal chamber dimensions and wall thickness.

3. Prosthetic mitral valve.

4. Prosthetic aortic valve.
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5. Trace aortic incompetence.

6. Mild tricuspid regurgitation.

7. Diastolic dysfunction.

8. No effusions or masses.

9. No ASD, VSD, or PFO.
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
