Indication for the Procedure:

1. Systemic hypertension.

2. Renal artery stenosis from noninvasive evaluation.

3. Severe systemic hypertension.

Procedure Performed: Bilateral selective renal arteriography.

Procedure in Detail:

1. Informed consent.

2. Appropriate monitoring.

3. Appropriate prep and drape.

4. Access site – left common femoral artery.

5. 4-French sheath in the artery.

6. Diagnostic bilateral renal angiography performed using 4-French JL4 catheter. Images obtained. After review of data, it was decided to terminate the procedure. The patient tolerated the entire procedure well. Hemostasis was achieved with manual compression.

Findings:

1. Hemodynamic data, aorta 170/80 mmHg.

2. Right renal arteriogram around 20% osteoproximal stenosis.

3. Left renal arteriogram with nonobstructive disease, less than 10% stenosis.

Conclusions: Nonobstructive renal artery stenosis.
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
