History of Present Illness: This is a 9-year-old boy with history of ADHD, ADD, contractures and gait difficulty with history of seizures, likely cerebral palsy. The patient is doing much better. Significant improvement in school as well as in learning math and science. Focalin afternoon doses discontinued. Clonidine is discontinued. The patient is continued on dexmethylphenidate, Lamictal, and melatonin. No recurrence of the seizure. Currently on 75 mg of Lamictal twice a day. Last EEG was in November, which did not show any abnormal electrographic epileptiform activity. The patient has gained about two pounds of weight from the last visit. No repeated seizures.

Past Medical History: As described above.

Physical Examination: Vitals: Blood pressure 90/50, pulse 68, and weight 48 pounds. Rest of the examination is unchanged.

Assessment: This is a 9-year-old left-handed boy with history of behavioral problems with ADD, ADHD, walking difficulty with contractures of the feet, status post surgery and much improved gait now. Likely cerebral palsy. Currently history of generalized seizures. Currently on Lamictal 75 mg twice a day and seizure has been in good control. Last EEG was normal.

Plan: Continue current dose of Lamictal 75 mg twice a day. EEG results reviewed with the family. No change in medication. The patient follows with a psychiatric nurse practitioner for renewal of his medications. We will follow up every six months in the office. In case of any recurrence of the seizure, family is advised to call and return to the office sooner.
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
