Identifying Data: The patient is a 34-year-old African-American obese male, diagnosed with schizoaffective disorder bipolar type, was brought in by staff from group home for medication review appointment because he had an incident in the home two weeks ago where he was lying on the floor and refused to do anything. He said he was depressed and wanted “to be with angles.” The patient denied suicidal thoughts or homicidal thoughts. He said he is stressed out because of situation at his job where a guy keeps on cursing and staring at him. He did talk to supervisor but things did not change. He is also being defiant at home whenever he comes back from home visit. He leaves the house without sufficient clothing. Sleeping well and eating well. Compliant with medications. Denied side effects. Denied suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denied auditory or visual hallucinations.

Mental Status Examination: The patient is an alert, oriented, well-developed and well‑nourished African-American obese male. Good eye contact, cooperative, and clear speech. Euthymic mood and affect. Denied homicidal or suicidal thoughts. Denied auditory or visual hallucinations.

Plan: Continue Haldol 2 mg a.m. and 8 mg h.s., trazodone 100 mg h.s., Cogentin 2 mg h.s., and Prozac 20 mg p.o. per day. Follow up in three months. Did some supportive therapy. Also encouraged the staff to talk to the supervisor at work about the situation and also work with the therapist for behavior problems.
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
