History of Present Illness: This is a 53-year-old gentleman with history of neck pain, low back pain, lumbosacral radiating pain, ADD, depression and bipolar disorders. The patient has been on multiple medications prescribed by different practitioners. The patient is seen today and is complaining of right lateral side of the leg numbness, likely compression of lateral femoral cutaneous nerve either in the pelvis or inguinal ligament. No change in his examination. Clinically, the patient is feeling better.

Current Medications: Neurontin, Depakote, Seroquel, Percocet/Lortab, Xanax, cetirizine, omeprazole, steroids inhaler, Advair inhaler, Wellbutrin, Depakote, and gabapentin.

Physical Examination: Vitals: Blood pressure 126/82, pulse 72 and weight 207 pounds. Rest of the examination is unchanged.

Assessment: This is a 53-year-old gentleman with history of neck pain, low back pain, lumbosacral radiating pain with numbness of the right lateral part of the thigh. The patient has history of bipolar disorder and chronic depression. The patient is on multiple medications. The list of medications is renewed and is advised to get the one prescription with each physician for his clinical symptoms.

Impression:
1. Neck pain.

2. Low back pain with lumbosacral radiating pain.

3. Depression and anxiety/bipolar disorder.

4. ADD.

5. Insomnia.

Plan: The patient is advised to followup for his narcotic renewal with Dr. Voleti. I would write the prescription for Neurontin and Depakote. The patient will not have any narcotic prescription from this office. Advised to follow up with his psychiatrist. Follow up this office in three months.
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
