CPE ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. GERD. Continue pantoprazole 40 mg q.d.

2. Hormone replacement therapy. Continue Estratest q.d. The patient is status post lower abdominal hysterectomy. So, no Pap needed in this patient.

3. Depression, stable on Effexor IR 75 mg b.i.d.

4. B12 deficiency. Currently on injection q.3 weeks. Still feels a lot of fatigue. Check level. Given prescription for B12 vial and syringes.

5. HSV 2. Continue Famvir 250 mg b.i.d. x 5 days p.r.n.

6. Large benign appearing lesion to the left upper inner thigh approximately 1.5 cm. It was excised under local and five Ethilon sutures were placed. We will need to remove them within one week. Pathology sent.

7. History of tobacco abuse, quit two years ago. No shortness of breath, wheezing, or chronic cough. Chest x-ray is within normal limits.

8. Routine health. Fasting labs sent. Order for mammogram. UA is within normal limits. Return to clinic in one week for CPE conference and suture removal.
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
