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The patient complains of painful open sore, left fifth toe.

Past medical history, medications and allergies are reviewed today in the chart.

OBJECTIVE: There is pain to palpation of the left fifth toe. Contracture of the digit is noted with edema and erythema locally. Approximately 1 cm in diameter open sore is noted.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Ulcer, left fifth toe.

3. Hammertoe deformity.

4. Pain in limb.

5. Peripheral vascular disease.

PLAN: I discussed the problem and treatment options with the patient today. I debrided the ulcer of the left fifth toe under local anesthesia to healthy appearing dermal and epidermal tissues. I gave the patient antibiotics and proper postop instructions. I discussed surgical options for hammertoe corrections. Followup appointment in one month or immediately if any concerns.
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
