SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today as a followup for gastritis.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient stated that pantoprazole medication is helping him a lot and he does not have any heartburn. The patient takes this pill once a day and he has no constipation.

The patient stated that he still has double vision when he looks on the right side and he stated that this started after the cataract surgery. He is already seen by ophthalmologist and they do not see any serious problem.

The patient also complained of left heel pain and it is worse on exertion.

The patient also complained of left ankle pain and it is worse on exertion. The patient denied any trauma.

Medications are reviewed and the patient is given prescription today.

Past medical history was reviewed and discussed with the patient regarding double vision.

Family history, social history, and other histories are recorded.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, severe headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals normal nasal passages. Tympanic membranes are unremarkable. The patient has double vision when he looks on the right side. Otherwise, he does not have any nystagmus.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or carotid bruits.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear on auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No tremors, calf tenderness, or pedal edema. Left heel tenderness is present without any deformity. The patient has high arch. Left ankle tenderness is present on the lateral aspect without any deformity and patient is able to walk with some pain or discomfort, but he does not use any walking cane.

NEUROLOGICAL: Bilaterally equal.
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
