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The patient is complaining of painful left fourth toenail incurvated with pus and drainage. The patient stubbed her toe and noted drainage coming from the left fourth toe.

Past medical history, medications and allergies are reviewed today in the chart.

OBJECTIVE: There is pain to palpation of the left fourth toe. Edema and erythema noted locally. There is pain upon palpation with pus expressed from the lateral aspect of the left fourth toe. Vascular to both feet appears to be decreased with thin, shiny integument of both feet.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Onychocryptosis, left fourth toe.

2. Hammertoe deformity, left second toe.

3. Pain in limb.

PLAN: I discussed the problem and I discussed conservative surgical options for hammertoe correction of left second toe. I performed excision of nail and nail matrix, lateral border of the left fourth toe under local anesthesia with topical __________. I gave the patient pain medication and antibiotics with postop instructions and a followup appointment in one week.
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
