1. Birth control pills. Given one year prescription for Alesse.

2. HSV 2. On Valtrex 500 mg q.d. for prophylaxis of transmission and outbreaks.

3. STD check per patient’s request. Hepatitis panel, RPR, and HIV sent.

4. Urinary frequency x 2 months. Describes some lower abdominal pressure and discomfort with urination. Urine culture showed no growth. Consider overactive bladder versus interstitial cystitis. Given Vesicare 5 mg #14 sample trials q.d. If no improvement, she will follow up with urology.
