Dear Dr. Ubom:

Mr. Coulter is 48 years old gentleman was seen on January 23, 2013 for electrodiagnostic study in the left upper extremity.

I stimulated left median and ulnar nerve for nerve conduction study. Nerve conduction study shows delayed distal latency of sensory and motor fiber of the left median nerve.

I sampled muscles of the left upper extremities for electromyographic study. Electromyographic study shows abnormal findings confined in left abductor pollicis brevis.

Conclusion: 

1. Electrodiagnostic findings are consistent with left carpal tunnel syndrome with axonal degeneration.

2. There is no electrodiagnostic evidence of peripheral neuropathy.

3. No electromyographic evidence of left cervical radiculopathy.

4. No electromyographic evidence of left brachial plexopathy.
