HPI: Anne returns today one month later after completing a course of prednisone for 10 days for a left serous otitis media with a conductive hearing loss. She did well on the prednisone, with quite “perky” according to her mother. Her hearing is back to normal. She gets occasional crackling in the left ear, but nothing significant.

PHYSICAL EXAM:
GENERAL APPEARANCE: Healthy appearing female in no apparent distress. Voice is normal. Face is symmetric.

EARS: Bilateral TMs and EACs are clear. External ears are normal. The left effusion is completely gone.

ASSESSMENT: Resolved left serous otitis. Hearing is subjectively back to normal. Mother did not feel that we needed to repeat the audiogram today.

PLAN: I will see her back as needed. We talked about the importance of starting decongestants at the earliest sign of any ear congestion.
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
