Thank you kindly for referring this patient.

History of Present Illness: The patient to be a 62-year-old Mexican-American female who has a history of colon polyps removed on last colonoscopy, which was eight years ago. She has been recently constipated. Denies any rectal bleeding.

Past Medical History: Remarkable for history of diabetes mellitus. No history of hypertension.

Past Surgical History: She had three C-sections and cholecystectomy.

Family History: No history of malignancy.

Personal History: She is not a smoker. She does not abuse alcohol.

Physical Examination: Essentially within normal limits.

A colonoscopy was done on 01/23/2013, which revealed diverticulosis and internal hemorrhoids. We will recommend her to have repeat colonoscopy in five years on account of previous history of colon cancer if no altered bowel habits or rectal bleeding. I will recommend her to take Metamucil daily to regulate her bowels. If no relief, she may try MiraLax.
