Dear Dr. Delgado:

This is a followup note on Mr. Schiraldi with a history of gammopathy. The patient returns today for a followup. Clinically, he is doing much better. He had left hip surgery in November 2012 with hip replacement by Dr. Locker. His left hip pain is much better. He has gained about 10 pounds. No other bone pain, back pain, abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. No fevers, chills, or night sweats.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Increased lambda light chains probably benign. No evidence of myeloma.

2. Status post left hip replacement.

3. History of cardiac arrhythmia, status post permanent pacemaker.

4. Coronary artery disease and congestive heart failure.

PLAN:

We will repeat a CBC and check his calcium, creatinine, electrophoretic studies, and free kappa and lambda light chains. If these are stable, we will see him back in six months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
