Dear Dr. Riley:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Dzelzkalns. As you recall, she is a 40-year-old lady with triple negative breast cancer, BRCA-1 and BRCA-2 negative, initial diagnosis was made in November 2009. She was getting TAC chemotherapy although she had poor response to that. Subsequently, she underwent Ixempra, Xeloda, mastectomy, radiation therapy, and has bilateral breast implants. She is followed at Moffitt Cancer Center by the surgeons there and had a mammogram in November 2012 on the right side and it showed some post reduction changes in the subareolar right breast. Follow up in six months was recommended. The patient will be followed there for her mammograms and ultrasounds. She clinically feels well. Denies any bone pain, back pain, abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Triple negative breast cancer, BRCA-1 and BRCA-2 negative in December 2009, failed TAC, status post Ixempra, Xeloda, radiation therapy, left modified radical mastectomy, and bilateral implants.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Bilateral ovarian cysts.

PLAN:

The patient has not made an appointment with you regarding her ovarian cysts. We have urged her to make an appointment and she has promised me that she will. In the meantime, her CBC is within normal limits. We will check her tumor markers, CEA, and CA 15-3. If these are normal, we will see her back in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
