Dear Dr. Nathan:

This is a followup note on Mr. Johns. He is a 79-year-old gentleman with a history of pancytopenia, history of B12 deficiency, and myelodysplasia. Bone marrow in April 2012 showed a hypercellular marrow, megaloblastoid changes, and loss of Y chromosome in all the metaphases. He had a melanoma on his back removed by the dermatologist. He is followed by Moffitt and had wide resection. However, he did not want any sentinel node dissection and he has been followed there. He also had a melanoma resected from right upper arm by a local dermatologist, which apparently was not very thick and no further intervention was needed regarding that. Clinically, the patient is doing well. He complains that he has been having occasional abdominal pain off and on and intermittent “paleness of stools.” His weight is stable. Appetite is good.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Occasional abdominal discomfort.

2. MDS, loss of Y chromosome with pancytopenia.

3. B12 deficiency.

4. Melanoma 1.5 cm breast level thickness mid lower back.

5. History of heavy drinking in the past for 15 years.

6. Positive ANA, anti-double stranded DNA.

7. Coronary artery disease.

PLAN:

1. CT of the abdomen and pelvis with contrast because of the above history.

2. CBC today revealed platelets of 82,000. We will also get iron studies and ferritin. Continue Aranesp. The patient’s low white count and platelets may be a result of previous heavy drinking or myelodysplasia although currently they are fairly stable. We will just follow.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
