Dear Dr. McFadden:

This is a followup note on Mr. Deline. As you recall, he is an 83-year-old gentleman with a history of locally advanced Merckle cell carcinoma of probable skin origin metastatic to the right inguinal region. He returns today for a followup. He was felt to be surgically unresectable. He has had rapid enlargement of the mass. A PET CT was performed on 01/10/13, which just showed the 8.4 cm markedly hypermetabolic right inguinal mass. There was no other major site of metastasis. There was a 6 mm mildly ametabolic active lymph node within the aortic pulmonary window and mild perihilar uptake without definite evidence of adenopathy. The patient returns today for a followup. He started radiation therapy a week ago. His right groin feels much better.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Locally advanced Merckle cell carcinoma in the right groin area, on radiation therapy.

2. Hypertension.

3. History of TIA in May 2011.

4. Advanced age.

PLAN:

1. Prolonged discussion with Mr. & Mrs. Deline today. The patient is very healthy. Because of his advanced age and the fact this is only locally advanced, chemotherapy would be of high morbidity and they understand that and in fact they do not want any chemotherapy as well. We will just follow up with a PET scan in three months.

2. B12 1000 mcg IM today because of history of B12 deficiency. Follow up in two months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
