Dear Dr. Oliverio:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Ghan. She is a 75-year-old lady with a history of recurrent ovarian cancer, increasing CA-125, and increasing abdominal pain. She is on carboplatin and Taxol and has got two cycles. She still has some transient numbness and tingling although she states it is not any worse. I discussed with her the possibility of Taxotere, but she did not want this at the present time. She felt like the carboplatin and Taxol worked for her and her neuropathy is not as bad. She still has some numbness and tingling although it did not get any worse since last month. Her abdominal pain is considerably better as well.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Recurrent ovarian cancer, on carboplatin and Taxol, status post two cycles and improved abdominal pain.

2. Mild neuropathy.

3. Pneumothorax secondary to port placement, currently improved.

PLAN:

Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. However, because of her persistent complaints of numbness and tingling, we will get EMG and if this is showing severe neuropathy then we may have to switch to Taxotere although we will get a repeat CA-125 to evaluate her response to chemotherapy.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
