REASON FOR VISIT: Ear infection.

HPI: Austin caught a cold about a week ago and began complaining about right-sided otalgia. He has right hearing loss and a little bit of clear otorrhea. He started a Z-PAK yesterday from Dr. Vines. He has a long history of ear disease and status post repeat ear tubes in October 2010. When I had last saw him in April, he had a persistent left TM perforation after the tube extruded as well as some eustachian tube dysfunction on the right. This is his first ear infection for which I saw him last spring.

PHYSICAL EXAM:
GENERAL APPEARANCE: Healthy appearing male in no apparent distress. Voice is normal. Face is symmetric.

EARS: The right TM is quite erythematous and full of fluid. The left TM is intact. The previously seen perforation is closed, but the anterior portion of the TM is sclerotic and thickened.

AUDIOGRAM: Normal hearing in the left ear. Conductive hearing loss on the right. SRT is 40 on the right, 10 on the left. 100% word discrimination bilaterally.

TYMPANOMETRY: Type B bilaterally with equal volumes of 1.0.

ASSESSMENT: Right acute otitis media in the setting of cold.

PLAN: He is already on azithromycin. I placed him on prednisone, which he tolerated in the past. I will see him back in one month to recheck the ears.
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
