Dear Dr. McFadden:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Iacobaccio. She is a 65-year-old lady with a history of stage I breast cancer, two tumors 9 mm and 6 mm, ER/PR positive, HER-2/neu negative, one of them had a high Ki-67, T1N0M0 disease. She underwent a simple mastectomy and is seen by Dr. Ahumada for an implant placement. Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. She returns today for a followup.

We did oncotype DX recurrent score and in the two tumors it was 12 and 4 thereby indicating this is a low risk of recurrence. The patient returns today for a followup.

IMPRESSION:

1. Stage I breast cancer, T1N0M0, 9 mm tumor and 6 mm tumor, ER/PR positive, HER-2/neu negative, one of them had a increased Ki-67, oncotype DX 12,4.

2. Hypertension.

PLAN:

1. Prolonged discussion with the patient today. Her chance of recurrence is only 8% with a recurrence score of 12 over the next five years and the benefit of chemotherapy is minimal. After discussion with the patient about pros and cons on the chemotherapy, she has elected not to take advantage of the very small benefit that is there with it and therefore we will just start her on hormone therapy consisting of Arimidex. Side effects were discussed at length with the patient.

2. Per patient’s request, she has been set up for a GYN appointment as well. Follow up in three months. Bone density was done by Dr. Khan and the result of which will be obtained as well.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
