DX:  Stage I-A Grade III Endometrioid Adenocarcinoma.

Dear Dr. Townsend:

Ms. Becker just completed a course of adjuvant pelvic external beam radiation therapy.  We treated her pelvic lymph nodes and vaginal cuff with a margin utilizing 6 MV photons and IMRT with IGRT.  She was treated at 180 cGy daily fractions for 25 treatments to a dose of 4500 cGy.  At that point, we continued boosting just the vaginal cuff with a margin for an additional three fractions at a dose of 540 cGy.  At the end of therapy, the sum dose delivered was 5040 cGy over 28 fractions, which were administered from 12/10/12 through 01/23/13.  The patient tolerated the therapy extremely well.  She did not experience any diarrhea or fatigue.  At the end of treatment, she was instructed to return to the clinic in three months.  She will follow up with you in March 2013 for pelvic exam.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of this very nice woman.
