Dear Dr. Warman:

This is a followup note on Mr. Harrell. He is a 72-year-old gentleman that I have seen last week. He has metastatic adenocarcinoma of the lung, on carboplatin, Alimta, and Avastin. He finished six cycles. Repeat PET scan was done, which unfortunately showed mild disease progression with mild enlargement of the right upper lobe tumor and mild enlargement of a number of metastatic lymph nodes in the chest and in the right breast mass. The patient returns today for a followup accompanied by his wife. Clinically, he is doing very well.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Metastatic adenocarcinoma most likely of the lung, status post carboplatin, Alimta, and Avastin, now with mildly progressive disease.

2. Metastatic prostate cancer followed by VA in Gainesville, on Eligard.

3. Status post parathyroidectomy for hypercalcemia.

PLAN:

Discussed at great length with the patient and wife about the progressive nature of the disease and second line salvage chemotherapy would have to be started. We discussed the side effects at length of carboplatin, Taxol, and Avastin. Overall prognosis is guarded. Also because of failure of primary therapy, we will get a target analysis on the tumor to see if he would be responsive to any other drugs as well.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
