Mr. Demarest is a 65-year-old gentleman with a history of small cell lung cancer, status post chemotherapy with six cycles, thoracic radiation therapy, and subsequently he got prophylactic cranial irradiation completed in February 2011. He is ambulating with the help of a cane. He also has Parkinson’s disease, which is followed by Shands neurology. He has gained 11 pounds. Denies any headaches or visual complaints although he has been having issues with poor ambulation secondary to possibly postradiation therapy changes and Parkinson’s disease. He denies any cough, chest pain, abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

CAT scan of the chest, abdomen, and pelvis in November 2012 was normal.

IMPRESSION:

1. Small cell lung cancer, status post chemotherapy, and thoracic radiation therapy, PCI completed in February 2011.

2. Parkinson’s disease.

3. Bipolar disorder.

4. B12 deficiency.

PLAN:

1. The patient is doing well clinically. We will get a CBC, CMP, and CEA.

2. The patient insists that he had a CAT scan of the head at Dr. Hodge’s office. We did call his office there and in fact he has not had a CAT scan of the head since May 2012. Therefore, we are setting him up for a CAT scan of the head at Monroe. If this is stable, we will see him back in three months.
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
