Dear Dr. Gummadi:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Martino. As you recall, she is a 90-year-old lady who looks much younger than her stated age and I had seen her for anemia and ferritin was extremely low. She had an EGD and colonoscopy four years ago by Dr. Van-Eldik, which was unremarkable. Clinically, she is doing very well. Her stools were Hemoccult negative. Her hemoglobin was 10. Ferritin level was low at 8.7. Six weeks ago, the patient got IV iron. She returns today for a followup. She feels much better overall although she is in a lot of chronic back pain because of her spinal stenosis and also marked kyphosis. She complains that sometimes she gets difficulty in breathing possibly secondary to restrictive nature due to her marked kyphosis. She denies any abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

LABORATORY DATA: Hemoglobin is up to 12.8, hematocrit 40.5, MCV 80.8, white count 7000, and platelets 220,000.

IMPRESSION:

1. Iron deficiency anemia and B12 deficiency, status post IV iron in November 2012 with great improvement in the hemoglobin from 10 to 12.8.

2. Spinal stenosis and chronic back pain followed by Dr. Gresh.

PLAN:

1. The patient’s CBC is fairly normal. I explained to her that the shortness of breath is not related to her anemia, which is greatly improved.

2. B12 today.

3. Mammogram per patient’s request. Follow up in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
