Dear Dr. Bhavani:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Canning. As you recall, she is a 49-year-old lady with chronic microcytic anemia, gammopathy, B12 deficiency, breast cysts and masses, and also right leg DVT. She returns today for a followup. Clinically, she is doing well. She apparently had a biopsy of her right breast at Shands Teaching Hospital, which was benign. She has high risk and is followed by Shands Hospital because of her family history of breast cancer. She otherwise feels fairly well. She has gained three pounds. Denies any abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. Her last colonoscopy was three to four years ago.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

LABORATORY DATA: Hemoglobin 10.3, hematocrit 33.5, MCV 85.7, white count 6.2, and platelets 398,000.

IMPRESSION:

1. Chronic anemia with hemoglobin unchanged from May 2012 probably alpha-thalassemia.

2. IgM monoclonal protein with lambda light chain.

3. B12 deficiency.

4. Breast cysts.

5. History of right leg DVT probably secondary to right foot tendon repair at that time.

6. Heavy periods.

PLAN:

Her hemoglobin today is fairly stable. We will repeat electrophoretic studies since she does have a small M-spike and if this is normal we will see her back in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
