Last time, I saw Mr. Ford on 09/13/2012. He came today for followup examination. He reported that he is supposed to do a bone scan. His last bone scan was done recently and it showed that his knee is not healing. Mr. Ford had a total knee replacement in October 2011 and it has been about 15 months since he had done the surgery. He reported that he has been a very painful and does not recover and he cannot have the surgery on the other knee because that knee has not been successful and the bone is not healing, which limit his mobility. He has been frustrated by all that. He has been feeling depressed, little bit under the weather as he reported, he feels depressed most of the day, he cannot sleep well, he does not go any places, and he feels hopeless and helpless sometimes. There is no suicidal ideation, but generally he feels that he does not like to interact with people and others, he gets very irritated easily and he is withdrawn.

Mental Status Examination: He looks slightly disheveled. He maintained good eye contact. No psychosis or delusions.

Diagnostic Assessment:
AXIS I:
Posttraumatic stress disorder.

Major depressive disorder, recurrent and related to his pain in his knees and mobility.

Hypertension, sinusitis, and status post total knee replacement and knee pain.

Treatment Plan: At this point, we are going to continue with the Zoloft 100 mg daily and Wellbutrin SR 150 mg in the morning, trazodone 200 mg p.o. q.h.s., and also Levitra 20 mg one hour prior to sexual activity as needed.
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
