Dear Dr. Alvarado:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Holm. She is a 64-year-old lady status post gastric bypass. She was found to have stage IIB multicentric right breast cancer. She underwent right modified radical mastectomy and finished four cycles of Taxotere and Cytoxan, ER/PR positive, HER-2/neu was negative, 3/13 lymph nodes were positive. The patient completed the chemotherapy and returns today for a followup. She also finished radiation therapy to the right chest wall with small areas of skin burn and open wound, which has completely healed. In general, she feels well. Her weight is stable. Appetite is good. She is on Arimidex and tolerating it fairly well.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Right modified radical mastectomy stage IIB multicentric disease T2N1M0, 3/13 lymph nodes positive, status post TC x4, 3.5 cm tumor, status post radiation therapy, currently on Arimidex.

2. Status post gastric bypass.

3. History of bilateral DVT and PE in January 2012.

4. Iron and B12 deficiency.

PLAN:

1. CBC today revealed hemoglobin of 11.6, hematocrit of 36.6, white count 6.4, and platelets are 283,000. We will check her tumor markers CEA and CA 15-3.

2. Continue Arimidex.

3. The patient had a bone density done on 12/12/12, which showed a T-score of –1.2. Calcium and vitamin D advised. Her mammograms are being followed at Moffitt Cancer Center. She had a mammogram done in July, which according to her was normal. Follow up in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
