Dear Jill:

Thank you for referring Lisa Donovan for an allergy evaluation. Enclosed is the summary of my initial impression.

The patient presented with episode of urticaria and mild angioedema. From her history, there is no obvious cause of her symptoms, although possibly the ingestion of Chia seed or the switch generic Diovan pill with the yellow dye may have been a cause.

Currently, the patient is asymptomatic and I do not think it is necessary to do further workup. She will stay on the brand name Diovan and avoid the Chia seed. I will check with laboratory to see if they have an immunoCAP IgE test for Chia seed although I doubt it.

We also instructed the patient in probably use of an EpiPen in case she has more severe episode of angioedema.
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I asked the patient to call if she has recurrent symptoms.
