History & Physical: The patient is a 52-year-old female who presents for preoperative history and physical for a bronchoscopy, VATS procedure. The patient currently reports she has no chest pain. Denies any shortness of breath. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies any history of problem with general anesthesia. Denies any history of bleeding disorder or coagulopathy.

Past Medical History: She has no history of seizures. She has no known history of renal disease or heart failure.

Current Medications: She takes Lipitor 20 mg a day for her dyslipidemia. She takes Xanax 2.25 mg q.h.s. p.r.n. for anxiety symptomatology.

Allergies: Penicillin, naproxen, and Vicodin.

The patient is alert and oriented to person, place, and time.

HEENT: 


Sclerae are anicteric. Pupils are equal, round, and reactive.
NECK: 


There is no thyromegaly or JVD.

Clear bilaterally to auscultation.

Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

NEUROLOGICAL:
Cranial nerves II through XII are grossly intact. Motor exam is unremarkable.
Diagnostic Data & Labs: EKG reveals normal sinus rhythm. Pulmonary function test done pre and post are without significant changes are unremarkable. Labs, sodium is 142, potasium 3.8, chloride 104, CO2 29, BUN 15, creatinine 0.93, glucose is 103, white blood cells 5.4, hemoglobin 12.7, hematocrit 39.1, platelets are 247,000, PT 11.4, PTT 25, INR 1.1 and UA is unremarkable.
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Assessment & Plan: A 53-year-old female who have a bronchoscopy procedure based on patient’s history and physical and labs pulmonary function test and EKG. The patient is a low risk candidate for above procedure and may proceed with weekly bronchoscopy. The patient is advised to avoid blood-thinning agents such as aspirin. The patient is advised to notify M.D. if there is any new onset of symptoms, any fevers, chest pain, or acute onset of shortness of breath.
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
