The patient is here for followup on her headaches and chronic pain that she has been recently developed on her arm. She states that she has generalized aches and pain. She was given a prescription for sumatriptan for headaches. However, she has been taking it every day. She apparently has developed nausea. She was given a prescription for topiramate that she stopped using yesterday because she did not feel any difference. She did not notice any difference in her headaches with ketorolac either. She took it three times a day because she ran off of it and that was prescribed. The patient appears well. She gets frustrated that she has generalized pain. We will give a try of Cymbalta. We will stop the citalopram and reevaluate in one month.
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
