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OBJECTIVE: General: No acute distress. HEENT: Conjunctivae are clear. External canals are clear. TMs are normal. Nasal mucosa with slightly clear discharge. Pharynx is within normal limits. Neck: Supple. No adenopathy. Thyroid is within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No wheezing or rhonchi. CVA: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs, rubs, or gallops. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No masses or lesions. No guarding or rebound. Skin: There is mild erythema to his left chin. No scaling or other lesions noted. His skin is otherwise within normal limits.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Dermatitis of the face, improved. The patient is to continue Elocon as directed for up to another week. Discussed skin care in depth. The patient was recently started on a new facial cream, will discontinue this cream and use Dove soap and ________1:31_______. Schedule followup if symptoms persist.

2. Pharyngitis. The patient is to finish the Amoxil as directed. These symptoms have improved. He will schedule a followup if symptoms worsen or persist.

3. GERD, stable on pantoprazole. The patient is to continue this pantoprazole 40 mg dose as directed. GERD diet and lifestyle discussed.

4. Smoking syndrome. The patient is motivated to quit. He has cut down to less than a half a pack per day. Chantix is offered, but refused. The patient is to set a goal quit date. He will schedule a followup if he would like to start medication for smoking cessation. Counseling is provided for smoking cessation.
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
