Last time, I saw the patient on 10/17/2012. He came today for followup examination. He reported that he did not buy the Zyprexa because he was told this is expensive and they have a generic form of it, even though I have written for the generic form, but the patient cannot afford it and it seems that the VA did not give it to him, so he has been without it. The patient reported that he continued to have a problem with alcohol, where he drinks daily. I talked to him about detoxification. He said that he was detoxed many times. He reported that he does not feel to be detoxed again. The patient is very frustrated in his situation, but he reported that he is going to work something out and try to get back on his feet. He denied any auditory or visual hallucination. Denied any suicidal ideation or homicidal ideation. There is no evidence for any psychosis or delusions. Meanwhile, I encouraged the patient to comply on cutting his alcohol consumption. I will restart the olanzapine 20 mg daily and Vistaril 50 mg p.o. b.i.d.
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
