Chest: Clear. TMs intact. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Skin: Reveals very diffuse plaquing and multiple papular lesions some appear to be pustular 70__________ on the hands.

I will put him on some Kenalog 0.5% cream with bacitracin ointment to be applied to those areas that appear infected. I will see him back in about two weeks’ time to reassess him.
