Subjective: This patient presents today with concerns of cough for the last week. He also has some infected bug bites throughout his body. There is concern about bedbugs in the house. Entire family is infested and they can see the insects crawling around. There are no pets in the house other than chickens in the backyard.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. He is alert and nontoxic. Vital Signs: Height 4’5”. Weight 79 pounds. Temperature 98.2. BP is 90/40. Pulse 96. Respiration 18. He has multiple impetigo type lesions throughout the torso. He has a small ecchymosis noted on the left eye from being hit by his little brother. It is nontender and pupils are equal and less reactive to light and accommodations. He has some clear rhinorrhea. No tonsillar erythema. TMs intact. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment and Plan:
1. URI. Supportive therapy only.

2. Impetigo. Some lesions appear to be crusted and would likely need some bacitracin topical. I will start him on some cephalexin 250 mg four times a day as well. Return to the clinic after about two weeks’ time.
