Subjective: This is a 14-year-old male here for complaints of feeling dizzy. He had some vomiting the other day as well. He denies any chest pain, nausea, vomiting, or shortness of breath. The vomiting has been stopped. He is having some left ear pain and some multiple insects bites throughout his body and entire family is infested. No relevant past medical history. No current medications. Previously treated for scabies.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Height 5’1”. Weight 105 pounds. BP 100/50. Temperature 98. Pulse 90. Skin: Diffusely covered and papular lesions and some pustular diffuse crusting noted on some areas. He has bilateral erythematous TMs. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No cervical lymph nodes.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Bedbugs and insect bites. Kenalog 0.5% cream and bacitracin to be applied to the impetigos.

2. Otitis media. We will treat with amoxicillin suspension 500 mg twice a day and A/B Otic as needed for pain.
