The patient will need gloves and also commode, walker, wheelchair and scooter will be required for the patient to be more mobile. I have reviewed that the patient will be seen the nursing would be seeing her for the medication use intake of her medication and appropriate ADLs. She will be taking medication for her pain such as Opana ER 40 mg one every eight hours. Further, she also has been given sepsis for pain relief as needed basis. 
IMPRESSION: Chronic back pain, chronic shoulder pain, chronic scoliosis and kyphotic pain. Now, the patient suffers also from ovarian cancer and metastasis of the lung.
RECOMMENDATIONS: My recommendation is nursing to continue following with her physical therapy to evaluate and treat. The patient will be seen by me in the next two weeks. I have agreed with the plan of physical therapist and also the nursing department.
